LUBAVITCHER REBBE SPEAKS OF WOMEN'S MAJOR ROLE
TO CREATE MORAL SOCIETY

NEW YORK (LNS) -- "It is the Jewish woman upon whom the sacred
responsibility of ensuring the perpetuation of Torah rests," said the
Lubavitcher Rebbe, Rabbi Menachem M. Schneerson, in a recent public
address.

"Through subtlety and gentle persuasion, woman is uniquely qualified
to shape and mold the development of a morally and spiritually sound
society. This begins with her influence on the microcosm of home and
family--of which woman is the mainstay--and extends to the macrocosm we
inhabit," the Rebbe explained.

These remarks were part of an address to several thousand women
representing Jewish communities around the world, at Lubavitch World
Headquarters on Sunday, May 12. The address was the highlight of the 36th
annual Lubavitch Women's Convention which was held May 9-13 in New
York.

The Rebbe referred to G-d's command to Moses, in which He told him
to speak to the Jewish women and men, in that respective order, to prepare

for the receiving of the Torah.

The reason for addressing the women first, explained the Rebbe, is
because the gentle approach women take when communicating a message

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The 1987 moscow book fair
Bernard I. Levinson

The 1987 Moscow Book Fair proved to be even
more exciting than the previous fairs that I had at-
tended.

The Association of Jewish Book Publishers brought
in for display close to 3,000 books representing over
1,000 titles from 120 U. S. publishers including 15
university presses. We also handed out about 18,000
catalogs and posters.

There were long lines of Soviet citizens eager to get
into our 42 square meter booth to look at Jewish
books. Each book had to be checked before the Fair
opened and we could neither sell or give books to
the public. The books covered all aspects of Judaism
including history, art, religion and thought, Hasid-
ism and mysticism, bible and talmud, literature, Is-
rael, Yiddish, and holocaust. There were also
prayerbooks, children’s books, educational mate-
rials, and volumes on the holidays.

‘While the thousands of Jews who poured into our
space were interested in a wide variety of topics, the
most popular books seemed to be the titles in Rus-
sian—people eagerly grasped the Torahs, prayer-
books and books on the holidays. For hours at a
time, Russian Jews pored over picture books such-as
Bill Aron’s From the Corners of the Earth, Roman
Vishniac’sA Vanished World, Yale Strom and Brian
Blue’s The Last Jews of Eastern Europe, Un-
gerleider and Mayerson’s Jewish Folk Art. Cook-
books, music, lessonbooks in Hebrew and Yiddish,
the American Jewish Yearbook, and The Encyclope-
dia of Jewish History were always in someone’s
hands.

After waiting in long lines for hours, thousands of
Jews came to our booth to read Jewish books while
we played cassettes of Jewish music (liturgical,
klezmer, Yiddish and Hebrew) and took Polaroid
pictures of children. Some women spent hours copy-
ing recipes and the musical notes from a songbook;
others were making notes of statistical and historical
facts; others were speaking with us in Yiddish,
Hebrew, English and Russian. I was asked many
questions concerning the use of Hebrew and Yiddish
in the U. S., how many Jews speak either language
and whether they are taught in our colleges. There
was a great deal of interest in Jewish population fig-
ures, anti-Semitism in the U. S., and the kinds of
colleges that American Jews attend.
