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On the subject of the Resurrection of the Dead of Exceptional Individuals,
13 Shevat, 5710 (added in the Rebbe's holy hand):

...] have been asked: how can I say that very soon will be - "Arise
and sing, O dwellers of the dust, and he in their midst” - and the Rebbe
will lead us out of Galus - Is not the order of events supposed to be the
coming of Moshiach, the Days of Moshiach, and only later, after the
passage of time, the Ressurection of the Dead? Is this not also elucidated
in Chassidus?

The answer is that although generally such is the order - the
coming of Moshiach, the building of the Holy Temple, the Ingathering of
the Exiles, and the resurrection of the Dead - the resurrection of
individuals has already occurred and will continue to occur before
Moshiach as well. Many examples of this as well as of tzadikim who
were able to revive the dead are cited in the Talmud and Midrash, as the
Gemara (Avodah Zarah) states, "Even the smallest of you are able to

revive the dead."
