AND TAUGHT ABOUT ELUL AND TISHREI

Urges campaign to recruit Jewish teachers at 'realistic' wage scale

NEW YORK (LNS) - In his public appearances during the past three
months,' and in recent private audiences with visiting Rabbis and
educators, the Qﬂb‘avitcher Rebbe, Rabbi Menachem M. Schneerson,

has repeatedly urged his listeners to reach out and atiract Jewish
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youth who do not yet attend Jewish schools, and to expand or set up
new institutions to educate more Jewish ym;th from the earliest
possible age,

In appealing for a sound Jewish education for even the very young,
the Rebbe said that "what a child is taught and impressed with from
infancy deeply affects his entire future."

During the past summer the Rebbe distributed thousands of
crisp new dollar bills, omne each to boys and girls below the age of
Bar or Bat Mitzvah, who were attending summer camps or programs
where Torah was studied every day. Together with the dollar the Rebbe

continuing studies, So that the children actually experience giving
charity, the Rebbe suggested that they give the money to a worthwhile
Tzedoko,

In his public address at Lubavitch world headquarters in New York
on Chai Elul (the 18th day of the Hebrew month of Elul) which marks the
birthday of both the Baal Shem Tov (1698-1760), founder of the Chassidic
:fnovement, and Rabbi Schneur Zalman of Liadi (1745-1813), founder of the
Chabad-Lwubavitch movement, the Rebbe _aéked that special assemblies be
held for children, preferably during tﬁe days of Selichot, where even the
young children be told of the importance of charity, prayer and Torah

herces who fell in the battles of the six-day war or were killed by
mine explosions, a sniper's bullet or other fatal acts of sabotage., But
what about their families, the women and children who must continue,
with lingering pain, sorely missing their beloved and family breadwinner?
Today, there are hundreds of war widows and orphans throughout
Isrlael, who might have gone it alone were it not for a group of Lubavitcher
followers who live in Israel,
Immediately after the 1947 war, the Lubavitcher Rebbe, Ra.bbil
Menachemn M, Schneerson, who resides in New York, issued an order

to his Chassidim in Israel, primarily/in Kfar Chabad, the Lubavitcher

village near Tel Aviv, to make contact with each of the herieved families,
To offer them every possible assistance, to bring them together, to uplift
their spirit, in the hope that when people with a common tragedy get
together their pain is somewhat alleviated.

Action was swift, The woman of Kfar Chabad organized a program

for the country's war widows, The leader of the fwomen's group, Mrs,
Shiffra Golombovitch, was herself a war widow, Her husband, from a
prominent Lubavitcher family, was a tankist, and was killed at the Suegz
Canal,

The Lubavitch Youth Organization in Israel set up a program for
the orphims. The families, from =21l parts of the Holy Land, often come

to Kfar Chabad for Shabbosim and holidays, and, in turn, Lubavifcher

people visit their homes and maintain contact with them. One result has

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been that many Israeli teemagers and families of liberal background have
embraced the Torah-true way of life.

Tn addition, the Rebbe instituted a ‘Bar Mitzvah! plan for the orphaned
boys. Prior to their becoming thirteen they are taught the sifmificance of
Mitzvos and their observance, Periodically, groups of boys come to Kfar
Chabad to celebrate their eatry as full-fledged members into the ranks of
Israelites, obligated to abide by the teachings and commands of the Torah.

One such Chaggigah (celebration) took place recently on the 12th of
Tammmuz, coincident with the anniversary of the liberation from Russian
imprisonment of the late Lubavitcher Rebbe, Rabbi Joseph I, Schneersohn.

24 Par Mitzvah boys, all war orphans, were dined and given gifts
and honors amidthousands of celebrants, Rabbis, high-ranking military
officers, government representatives and dignitaries, Greetings were sent
from President Zalman Shazar, a Lubavitcher adherent, who himself tenders
a special reception for the boys prior to the celebration in Kfar Chabad.

Two thousand Jewish young-
sters filled the Lubavitch Syna-
gogue jn Braooklyn yestertay

subway, the children, from day*

schools in the metropolitan
area and New Jersey, converg-
ed on 770 Eastern Parkway in
the Crown Heights section =
the synagogue-headquarters of
the Lubavitcher Movement, the
worldwide body of Hasidic
Jews.

They came to celebraie the
end of the eight-day ob-
servance of Hanukkah, the
Feast of Lights.

They came at the invitation
